HE life sentence awarded to Maoist ideclogue
Prof. G.N. Saibaba and four others by a Sessions
Court in Gadchiroli, Maharashira, should be
treated as alandmarkin the nation's fight against
ulira-Red terrorism that has the ostensible aim
of waging a war against the constitutionally
established State of India. The District and
Sessions Judge, Mr. Suryvakant Shinde has done well to assert
that the accused deserved an even harsher punishment but
his hands were tied by regulation. This observation demon-
strates the extent towhich the convicts have offended theidea
of India, the idea of an administration in which law and order
and total respect for the Constitution are the core values.

Evidence has established beyond any shade of doubt that
G.N. Saibaba and his accomplices had unleashed a system-
atic campaign against the idea of India and had tried to dis-
turb the social harmony by antempting to divert the attention
of youth from the path of peace and prospect of healthy devel-
opment. The material the Police had recovered from the pos-
session of the convicts was good enough to show that they
had evil designs that showed no respect for life and well being
of the larger Indian society. They plotted violence, and ensured
that it is executed with precision. It was because of such plot-
tings that the country has been suffering for decades at the
hands of the Maoists -- or Naxalites

The manner in which the Maonists have been unleashing
terrorin the country’s hintedand, the method they have adopt-
ed to propagate their absurd ideology, the tone and tenor of
their statements -- all indicate that they have been waging a
war against the State of India. That is the reason we have often
stressed that the Government needs to wage a war against the
enemies of the country. We feel happy that the judgement is
astepintheright directionin the nations fight against Maoism
'whose sole purpose is to keep causing eternal disturbance in
the society.

An ugly manitestation of the dinty work Saibaba was doing
under the cover of academics on the campus of the Dethi
University (DU was that many unsuspectingyouths were falling
prey to the uncouth propaganda and were atiracted to ter-
rorism. Various documents that are now in the possession of
the Government, coming from different sources, now indi-
cate that the Maoists have been aiming to create a widespread
social disturbance that would span both, the miral and urban
areas. Uintil now, the Manists were successful in creating some
trouble in rural areas. In the past some time, they had shifi-
ed their focus to undeveloped sectors of urban centres, such
as slums and industrial workers living in rather unprivileged
conditions.

The punishment to Saibaba and his accomplices would go
a long way to stall the dirty designs of the Maoists in the times
o come. Of course, various so-called civil liberties frontal organ-
isations of the Maoists would now launch another wave of
propaganda against the Government, citing the Saibaba case
as one of oppression through judiciary. No matter what they
do, it is obvious that the Gadchiroli judgement would act as
alandmark in the country's fight against Maocism, and would
be cited time and again as a tuly good judgement in nation-
al interest.

The fight against the Maoists would get intensified from
now on as they would regroup and hit back. It is, therefore,
time for the nation to stand up and together to teach them a
lesson once and for all relentlessly, as Judge Mr. Suryakant
Shinde has advised in his path-breaking judgement.
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
